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M ilitary Missions In Action began 

2013 off with a bang.  Our Executive         

Director, Michael Dorman was presented 

the Presidential Citizens Medal by the  

President of the United States.  Shortly    

after, he was presented the Order of the 

Long Leaf Pine by the Governor of North Carolina and the Key to 

the Town of Fuquay-Varina by Mayor John Byrne.  Because of this, 

Military Missions In Action received national attention.   

In 2013, MMIA completed 24 service projects, gave referrals and 

guidance to 23 veterans, sent over 3,000 care packages to our men 

and women serving overseas, provided health, hygiene and seasonal 

clothing to over 5,000 homeless veterans, donated various house-

hold items to over 20 military/veteran families, donated 1,000 golf 

clubs to veterans who have completed the Wounded Warrior Golf 

Program at North Carolina military installations, and provided over 

$11,000 of assistance during the holiday season.  

MMIA began its first American Heroes Home Build in Pamlico 

County, North Carolina to provide a home that fits the needs of a 

Marine who suffers from disabilities resulting in a conflict they have 

served.  The home is to be completed in the Summer of 2014.   

MMIAõs biggest fundraisers of the year, MMIA Golf Classic in 

Southern Pines and Tee-Off For the Troops Golf Classic in Fuquay-

Varina raised over $53,000 in 2013. 

At the end of the year, we always look back on what we have        

accomplished, what we could have done better and what will be the 

best approach for the coming year.  Even though Military Missions 

In Action has been helping veterans for six years, the need of our 

veterans, military and their families grows.  North Carolina is the 

third largest military state in the United States with 107,000     

members in active duty and 790,000 veterans.

Operation Building Hope provides home modification  
services to ensure that veterans with disabilities can live  
independently in a fully-accessible home.  By removing  
obstacles and safety hazards in constructing such things as 
wheelchair ramps and roll-in-showers, widening doorways and 
lowering cabinets and countertops, veterans with disabilities 
can remain in their homes with privacy and dignity.  
Whether the disability is due to war wounds, illness or age, this 
is a way we can show appreciation for their military service to 
our country.  
 

Homes For Healing assists veterans who suffer from  
Traumatic Brain Injury (TBI) and Post Traumatic Stress  
Disorder (PTSD). It is estimated that 508,000 veterans who 
served in Iraq and Afghanistan since 2003 suffer from PTSD and 
TBI. TBI can cause neurological damage and can impact oneõs  
behavior, emotions, memory, body functions, speech, and an 
array of other disorders.  For someone suffering from TBI or 
PTSD, what once was a simple task can seem an  
insurmountable obstacle.  MMIA assists veterans who suffer 
from these conditions, which in turn helps them in their healing 
process. 
 

Military Child Access Assistance Program 
(MCAAP)  assists active duty service members and veterans 
who have children with special needs who require handicap 
accessibility into their home.   
 

Operation Warrior Golf program presents veterans with a 
gently-used set of golf clubs and bag which have been donated. 
These veterans with disabilities have completed the Wounded 
Warrior Golf Program at North Carolina military installations.   
 
 

Fill The Footlocker consists of three programs.  The first  
program supports active-duty service members and military 
working dogs serving in combat zones,.  The second program 
supports our ever rising number of homeless veterans.   
Working within communities, MMIA collects items for both 
programs.  Once items are collected, a community pack-n-ship 
event is held to prepare items for shipment overseas.  Items  
collected for homeless veterans are distributed at the numerous 
homeless veteran stand-downs held within the state.  Operation 
Rescue Christmas is the third program and supports military 
and veteran families who are facing difficult times during the 
holiday season.  Donations of toys, gift cards, and monetary    
donations are collected during this time.  
 

 

2014 promises to be another successful year serving 
our veterans.  We hope you enjoy reading and   
learning more about the organization and  the many  
programs that support our veterans,  service  
members, and their families.

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Military Child Access Assistance Program (MCAAP) was created 
when MMIA received calls from Womack Army Hospital at Fort Bragg 
North Carolina, asking us to help military families who have children 
that need handicap assistance in their homes.  The needs identified 
were handrails, ramps, and/or handicap accessible bathrooms.   
 
When MMIA called the military insurance company, Tricare, we were 
told they do not cover these services for dependents of members of 
the Armed Forces.  Thus, MCAAP was created to assist active duty 
service members and veterans who have children with special needs 
who require handicap accessibility into their home.  
 
In 2013, the 1st Annual Hike2Help was created by Miss Moore    
Countyôs Outstanding Teen, Elizabeth OôBrien.  With the help of the 
community and sponsors, Elizabeth was able to raise over $3,000 for 
the MCAAP Program.
